No citizen will be denied access to a facility merely due to lack of face covering, as there are valid exceptions. 
 
Citizens refusing to apply the guidelines of good hygiene and social distancing may be denied access in the future. 
 
The Recreation Department warns citizens that it is not practical to enforce social distancing as a rule. Instead, the goal is 
public information, reminders, explanations, and if necessary, the banning of future participation.
