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Chambersburg Celebrates National Police Week 2024:  

Honoring And Remembering Our Fallen Law Enforcement Officers

Chambersburg, Franklin County – Again this year, communities across the United States will honor and remember 
those law enforcement officers who made the ultimate sacrifice, as well as the family members, friends, and fellow 
officers they left behind. 
 
This year, the names of 282 officers killed in the line of duty are being added to the National Law Enforcement 
Officers Memorial in Washington, DC. These 282 officers include 118 officers who were killed during 2023, plus 
164 officers who died in previous years but whose stories of sacrifice had been lost to history until now.  
 
The names of all 282 fallen officers nationwide will be formally dedicated during the 36th Annual Candlelight Vigil to 
be held on the National Mall in Washington, DC, at 8:00 pm EDT on May 13, 2024. For more information, go to

About Chambersburg: 

Chambersburg is a unique community. Chambersburg supplies more services than any other municipality in the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania. In addition to typical town functions, Chambersburg is Pennsylvania’s only municipality providing electric and gas to 
residents and businesses. Chambersburg is 1 of 35 Boroughs to operate a municipal non-profit electric utility. Chambersburg is the largest 
municipal electric utility in the State, twice as large as the second largest, Ephrata, Lancaster County; and, the only one to operate multiple 
generation stations. Chambersburg is 1 of 2 municipalities in PA to operate a natural gas utility. The other is Philadelphia, which does not 
operate an electric utility. Nationally, Chambersburg is 1 of 2,000 communities to have its own electric system and 1 of 1,000 communities 
to have a natural gas system but 1 of only about 60 to operate both. Chambersburg manages a regional water system, a regional sanitary 
sewer system (not through an independent Authority), and a new storm sewer utility; one of the first storm sewer utilities to form under the 
new Federal mandate to regulate stormwater. Chambersburg has a famous Aquatic Center as well. Chambersburg, the County Seat of 
Franklin County, currently has 22,172 residents (2022) and over 11,000 utility customers.
